
STR Workers Education & Training national update
Work is currently underway at a national level to review the education and training pathways for the non professionally affiliated mental health workforce.  This will provide the potential to develop additional, alternative pathways and accreditation of prior learning for all staff, including STR workers
This is a timely development as many of the STR ADP sites have already began to look at alternative education pathways.  This is partly due to difficulties resourcing the NVQs and the level 2 & 3 certificates, but also due to the introduction of a range of training materials.  These include The 10 Essential Shared Capabilities, The ESC Recovery Training and the forthcoming Race, Equality and Cultural Capabilities.  In addition, mental health diplomas and foundation degrees are being offered in some localities.
